Program Outline  
 

 

THE CITY  

 

  Galway city was founded  in the 13th century by the Anglo -Norman de Burgos family 

as a medieval settlement on the eastern bank of the River Corrib. It became a walled and 

fortified city -state ruled by fourteen powerful merchant families, later known as the "Tribes 

of Galway".  To day the city is a vibrant, bustling center of the arts and commerce, though it 

still retains a relaxed and intimate atmosphere. Galway is also one of the most popular 

tourist destinations in the country.  The city, with its medieval streets, waterways, ext ensive 

range of shopping facilities, wealth of music sessions and other cultural events, is a place to 

be treasured. The seaside town of Salthill, a Galway suburb, is a renowned summer resort.  

Its fine beaches open directly onto spectacular Galway Bay. Ga lway sponsors numerous 

annual festivals and celebrations - among them the Galway Arts F estival ( July 1 4 ð July 26, 

2008).  Galwegians can justly claim a quality of life that is surpassed nowhere in the world.  

 

 Being a university city, Galway is a lively e nergetic place throughout the year.  The 

University, situated close to the heart of Galway, enjoys an intimate relationship with the 

city and during the academic year, students comprise 15% of the cityõs population.  A 

compact, thriving city, Galway caters  to youth like few other places can.  The University's 

graduates have played a pivotal role in all areas of the development of Galway, including the 

arts, industry and commerce.  

 

THE UNIVERSITY  

 

    The University was founded in 1845 as Queen's College Gal way. It was one of the 

three Queen's Colleges founded under the Queen's Colleges (Ireland) Act, 1845, the others 

being located in Belfast and Cork. The College opened for students on 30th October 1849.  By 

the Irish Universities Act (1908), Queen's College  Galway became a Constituent College of 

the new National University of Ireland, and under a new Charter the name of the College 

was changed to University College, Galway.  In 1929, the College was given a special 

statutory responsibility under the Universi ty College Galway Act in respect of the use of the 

Irish language as a working language in the College.  

 

 Under the Universities Act, 1997, University College, Galway was reconstituted as a 

University, under the name of Ollscoil na hÉireann, Gaillimh / Na tional University of 

Ireland, Galway, and became a Constituent University of the National University of Ireland 

(together with NUI Dublin, NUI Cork and NUI Maynooth).  Since the 1960's the University 

has experienced significant and continuous growth, both in its stock of buildings, facilities 

and physical resources and also in the numbers of its students and staff.  Its total student 

enrolment during 2002/2003 academic year was about 12,500, with academically strong 

programs of teaching and research through out its seven Faculties: Arts, Science, Commerce, 

Engineering, Celtic Studies, Medicine & Health Sciences, and Law.

This course involves teams of students in  community -oriented research projects.  The twin 

purposes of the course are to provide real -world, team -oriented learning experiences and to 

provide a resource for local governments and community organizations that would allow 

them to draw upon the experti se of our students as consultants in analyzing p roblems and 

formulating policy.  Prerequisite: ECO 1

IRISH STUDIES COURSES:  

 

ANTH  198: Negotiating Identity: Irish Traditional Music and Dance  (3 credits)  

 

Musical expression, mor e often than not, is about negotiating identity boundaries.   People, 

and indeed whole communities, define who they are through music.   Significantly, through 

this process of definition, people also declare who they are not.   The complex relationship 

between Irish traditional music and a national/ethnic identity is one of the main areas which 

will be examined in this course.   Irish immigrant communities used traditional music as a 

means of maintaining ethnic identity.   Because of the particular strategies th at were 

employed, Irish traditional music also served, on occasion, as a means of assimilation.   

Particular social, geographical and political circumstances also meant that Irish communities 

in Britain differed significantly from their counterparts in the U.S.  Parallel negotiations of 

identity took place on Irish soil, which were very often bound up with the aspiration towards 

a national ideal.   Rejection or acceptance of this ideal had ramifications for musical 

expression.  Underlying much of the recent i ntellectualizing of traditional music, and indeed 

the whole question of identity, is the issue of authenticity and tradition.   What exactly do we 

mean by these terms?   This course will offer the opportunity to explore such issues.    

       

ENGL 195 : Rep res enting Ireland - Literature a nd Film    (3 credits)  

 

The aim of this course will be to analyze the varied ways in which 'Ireland' and 'Irishness' 

have been represented in a range of media, including fiction, poetry, drama and film. The 

course will be struct ured around particular themes such as: representations of 'The West'; the 

contrast between city and country; gender and Irish writing; the politics of theatre; 

representing the 'Great Famine'; modernity and tradition; and Ireland through the cinema. 

We wil l be reading some of the major works by Irish writers who have written in the English 

language, such as W.B. Yeats and James Joyce, but we will also look at lesser known but 

equally important figures like Liam O'Flaherty and Eavan Boland. We will also view  and 

discuss a number of films from both American and Irish film makers. The course will include 

a visit to Yeats' 'Thoor Ballylee' and Lady Gregory's Coole Park estate in South Galway.  

       

ENGL 196 : Gaelic Culture And Literature      (3 credits)  

 

Gaeli c Literature is the oldest vernacular literature in Western Europe; this course will trace 

the development and its cultural context from earliest times to the present day. Despite the 

vicissitudes of history and the flagging fortunes of the Gaelic language , this literature not 

only manages to survive but is, now, actually displaying signs of vibrant and exciting 

creativity. Though very much citizens of the world, contemporary Gaelic writers are 

conscious of their inherited tradition, and freely exploit the rich resources of Gaelic folklore, 

thus creating an unique and distinctive spirit in their writing. Knowledge of the Gaelic 

language is not a prerequisite; classes will be through English.  



HIST 104:  Irish History         (3 credits)  

 

This course will trea t of the different peoples who became permanent settlers in Ireland over 

the centuries and of the contribution that each has made to the development of an Irish 

society and economy, and to a distinctive Irish artistic and political life. The earlier lectur es 

will consider the Celts, the Vikings and the Anglo -Normans, but the principal focus will be on 

the modern centuries with a detailed treatment of English and Scottish Protestant 

settlement in Ireland and of the interaction of these settlers and their des cendants with the 

existing Catholic population.  Special attention will be given to the major conflicts that 

occurred, especially those of 1641 -52, the 1790's and the current conflict in Northern Ireland. 

There will also be lectures on the role of women in  Irish life and especially in the nineteenth 

and twentieth centuries. The course will be of interest to majors in History, Politics and 

Literature as well as anybody wishing to be guided to the best recent literature on Ireland's 

past. There will be fieldt rips as an integral part of the course.       

        

SSP 100 : Irish Society         (3 credits)  

 

A comprehensive study of issues in modern Irish society including: family, kinship and 

marriage patterns; the impact of religion; the role of women; rural and urban communities; 

social change and social problems such as emigration, poverty and conflict in contemporary 

Ireland. The course will also act as an introduction to Irish community studies, which 

commenced in nearby County Clare with the classic anthropol ogical study, Family and 

Community in Ireland. This course is suitable for all students interested in contemporary 

Ireland, especially students majoring in Sociology and Anthropology, students from Liberal 

Arts programs or those who are interested in the s ocial background to Anglo -Irish and Gaelic

TRAVEL INFORMATION  

 
IDENTIFICATION DOCUMENTS  

 

Each student must have her/his own PASSPORT  which is valid for the entire time 

outside of the country.  You are responsible for obtaining t his document.  Please note that 

it may take up to 8 weeks to process an application for a U.S.  passport.   The Republic 

of Ireland does not require a visa for U.S. citizens.  Students not holding U.S. citizenship 

should consult with the Irish embassy in Was hington, D.C., as soon as possible.  

 

TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS  

 

 Students will make their own travel arrangements.  Shannon airport is about an hour 

and a half bus ride from Galway city.  Dublin Airport is about a three to four hour bus or 

train ride from Galway .  Aer Lingus (frequent flyer program partner with American Airlines) 

operates daily flights from Boston, Chicago, Los Angeles, and New York (JFK) to both 

Shannon and Dublin.  Continental operates daily flights from Newark airport to Shannon 

and Dublin.  D elta operates daily flights from Atlanta to Shannon and Dublin.  U.S. Airways 

operates a daily flight from Philadelphia to Shannon.  All these flights depart the U.S. in the 

evening and arrive in Ireland the following morning (allowing for the five hour ti me 

difference).  Commercial bus service is easily available from both Shannon and Dublin to 

Galway.  Students should make their own return flight arrangements, depending upon 

whether they wish to spend additional time touring Ireland after the program or r eturn to 

the U.S. immediately.  The cost for round trip airfare between the U.S. and Ireland during 

the summer high season this year typically is approximately $ 900 to $1000, but it can vary 

substantially outside this range depending upon when the booking is made.  The cost of the 

flight is NOT  included in the total program price .  

 

ACCOMMODATIONS  

 

 Students will live in a complex of two bedroom apartments, located in the city centre 

and only a ten minute walk to the university.  Each apartment has one sing le room and one 

double room.  There is a $ 60 supplemental charge to reserve a single.  Each apartment has a 

fully fitted kitchen equipped with refrigerator, stove, microwave oven, crockery, cutlery and 

cooking utensils, dishwasher and a combination clothes  washer/dryer.  The living 

room/dining area is comfortably furnished, complete with all -channel T.V (about ten channels 

in Ireland!).  Linens (bedding but NOT TOWELS) are provided.  A supermarket is located 

only a three or four minute walk from the apartme nts.  

 

 

 



Student Understanding and Agreement 
Lehigh Study Abroad 

Winter and Summer Study Abroad Programs 
 

Reference in this document to Lehigh and its agents shall include the legal guardians or other adults responsible for the applicant or 
participant. Reference to program shall include the host institution abroad and its staff, faculty, or agents responsible for the applicant or 
participant.  The terms student, applicant, participant, and ôyouõ are used interchangeably.  
 

COST AND PAYMENTS 
 

1.  DEPOSIT AND PAYMENT:  A $200 non-refundable deposit is due at the time of application payable by check (to Lehigh 
University) or credit card (in the Bursarõs office only).  Upon acceptance into the program, the balance of the program cost will 
be billed with full payment due by the date on the invoice.  The deposit is transferable to another program running concurrent 
with the program to which the student applied, however it is not transferable to a program running during a different year or a 
different term.  The only circumstance under which a deposit will be refunded is if the student is not accepted into the 
program by programõs director(s).  
 

2.  ACCEPTANCE:  Once a student applies to a study abroad program, the student is deemed to agree to enroll in the program 
for which the student applied, if the studentõs application is accepted.  Program directors may elect to require interviews, 
written statements, or both, before making the decision to accept a student, even if either or both are not  
 

3.  PROGRAM COST: (Tentative*) $ 5,400. This includes tuition for 6 credits and double occupancy room for the nights of 
June 13th through July 24th. The cost also includes in-country transportation related to the program, an International Student ID 
card, use of the program facilities, field trips, and group excursions. Not included in the program cost are airfare, local travel, 
meals, laundry, personal expenses, personal travel, and costs such as extra nights lodging and meals due to unforeseen events.    
* Housing costs and other costs are reasonable estimates at this time. Final billing will reflect any changes in cost. 
 

4.  BALANCE DUE:  Billing will occur as usual, with tuition bills coming from the Lehigh University Bursarõs Office.  All tuition 
payment policies apply as usual.   
 

5.  WITHDRAWAL:  By completion of the application, the student is deemed enrolled in the program. Students will be charged 
for all non-recoverable funds Lehigh University has committed on a studentõs behalf. Lehigh must often undertake substantial 
financial commitment on behalf of students prior to the beginning of study abroad programs.  To withdraw from the program, 
the student must notify the Study Abroad Office in writing.  Students will be charged for all unrecoverable funds Lehigh has 
committed on the studentõs behalf, including but not limited to airfare and housing costs.  Students are responsible for 
purchasing their own trip interruption/cancellation insurance.  The deposit submitted at the time of application is non-
refundable.  
 

6.  DISMISSAL PRIOR TO DEPARTURE:  If a student applicantõs conduct after application to the program leads to 
disciplinary probation, the student will be dropped from the program and will forfeit the deposit as well as any unrecoverable 
money Lehigh has committed on behalf of the student up to the date of dismissal.  If a student is dismissed from the program at 
any point after the program starts, the student will be billed the full cost of the program (i.e., no refund will be given). 
 

7. PROGRAM CANCELLATION:  See the Lehigh Study Abroad office website for full details on Lehighõs cancellation policy.   
 

REQUIREMENTS AND COMPETENCIES 
 

1.  ELIGIBILITY:  Participants must be registered as full-time students in college level courses the semester prior to studying 
abroad.  Students must be in good academic standing at the time of application to the program.  Students may not be on 
disciplinary probation the semester prior to participation, or during program.  Studentsõ behavior reflects on Lehigh University. 
All studentsõ disciplinary histories are reviewed prior to approval to study abroad, and those whose records indicate a history of 
inappropriate conduct should expect to have their cases reviewed in depth by the Dean of Students office and the Study Abroad 
office. Such records will be considered in the final decision about whether a student may study abroad.   
If you have been on disciplinary probation at Lehigh in the past, please check here ____. If you are currently  on 
disciplinary probation, check here ____. In either case, please attach an explanation. In rare cases, some eligibility standards 
may be petitioned. 
 

2.  COMPETENCIES:  In order to be able to participate in credit-bearing activities conducted off-campus, a student must 
demonstrate the competencies outlined below. Inability to demonstrate these competencies at any point may result in a review 
of student participation by the appropriate faculty/staff at Lehigh.  Questions concerning this may be directed to the Director of 
the Study Abroad office or the Associate Dean of Students, Susan Lantz.   



a. Ability to be flexible and adapt to the new circumstances presented.  Navigate independently and/or 
appropriately in a new and /or unfamiliar environment. (Ex: live with a host family; use urban/rural public 
transportation systems.) 

b. Ability to be responsible for all known medical and psychological needs prior to participation in credit-bearing 
off-campus activity, as well as the ability to be functionally stable for at least six months prior to participation. 

c. Capacity to respect the host culture and its different language(s), values, customs, belief systems.  
d. Knowledge of, and willingness to uphold, reasonable and appropriate standards for living and learning 

environments.  
My signature here indicates that I meet the competencies listed above, and I understand that if at any point evidence arises demonstrating that I cannot 
fulfill or meet these basic competencies, my case will be subject to review by the appropriate faculty/staff at Lehigh University.

3.  VISAS:  Obtaining proper study/travel visas is the responsibility of the participant, unless the program brochure states 
otherwise. Students must be aware that obtaining visas may be a lengthy process involving persistence and attention to detail.  
Costs associated with visas are the participantõs responsibility.  
 

4. WEB REGISTRATION:  Participants agree to register their international travel prior to departure on Banner (under 
òPersonal Informationó). Directions will be sent to participants, and students must register by the deadline stated in the 
directions.

1. In consideration of the use of premises or facilities owned or operated by Lehigh University and/or in consideration of 
permitting me to participate in this activity, on behalf of myself, my heirs, executors, administrators, successors or assigns, I 
hereby release and forever discharge Lehigh University, its agents, servants, and employees of and from any and all manner of 
actions, causes of action, suits, damages, claims, and demands, on account of personal injury, including death, or any other cause 
whatsoever, which I may have against them by reason of or arising out of my participation in this activity. 
 

2.  Lehigh is not responsible for my welfare during periods of independent travel or during any absences from the program. 
 

3.  Lehigh reserves the right to take whatever action is warranted under circumstances relating to my health and safety, and I 
shall not hold Lehigh responsible for such decisions or actions.  I understand that I am required to take out an insurance policy 
to cover medical services and treatment during the period abroad, if I am not sufficiently covered by my existing health 
insurance plan (other than the International Student Identity Card). I take full responsibility for knowledge of any limitations 
in my insurance policy that apply to travel abroad.   
 

4.  I hereby authorize Lehigh and its agents, at their discretion and without obtaining any further consent, to arrange medical 
services and treatment as may be deemed necessary for me at my/my parentsõ and/or guardiansõ sole risk and expense.  If deemed 
necessary or desirable by Lehigh, I may be returned to the United States by commercial airline or other means at my expense for 
medical treatment.  
 

5.  I understand and agree to be bound by the rules and policies in the Lehigh University Student Handbook, specifically, 
the code of conduct.

8.  Alcohol and drug abuse and/or excess will not be tolerated.  If I am found impaired from participating in expected classroom 
attendance, group activities, excursions, and/or conduct disruptive of or incompatible with the program purpose and objectives, 
Lehigh and/or the host program may exercise the authority to facilitate my immediate expulsion from the program and I will 
return to the U.S.  Unacceptable conduct (including, but not limited to): unauthorized absence from the program when 
attendance/participation is expected, harassment and/or abuse, assault, vandalism, public disturbance, gambling, solicitation, 
and any illegal activity.   
 

9.  If I should have my participation terminated in accordance with the conditions above, then Lehigh shall have the right to 
require me to leave the program without refund of tuition and fees paid to Lehigh, and, if I return to the U.S. prior to the 
established end date of the program, without  academic credit. If directed to return to the United States by Lehigh University, I 
agree to abide by all such directions.  
 

10.  I agree to indemnify Lehigh and its agents against any consequences of my actions when I am not observing and complying 
with Lehighõs or a hosting institutionõs rules, standards and instructions.  Lehigh will not accept liability for any act I commit, 
willful or negligent, which results in damages or injury to persons or property, and I agree to undertake full reimbursement to 
the injured party should such occasion rise. 
 

11.  Lehigh will endeavor to adhere to all arrangements made but nevertheless reserves the right to change or alter any 
arrangement concerning the location and/or content of the program should this be necessary. 
 

12.  I will pay all charges due according to the regularly scheduled billing by Lehigh University and I am responsible for the 
timely payment of all other charges incurred by me or on my behalf while on the program.

I agree to be held responsible for the actions of guests I allow to enter housing / 
residences.  Willful destruction of property is cause for disciplinary action.  All damage billing incurs a 15% service charge.
