ART 95: Introduction to the History of Art in Italy (required of all studen}s

This course will introduce studentsttee broad panorama of amd architecturen

central Italy, from ancient Roman times through the present, with special emphasis on the
art of the 14 through 18 centuries. We will examine the formal properties of works of

art (i.e., style and compdigin), their subject matter, how art expresses the values and
conditions of its culture, and how it might have been experienced by contemporaries. All
classes will be on site, in the streets and piazzas of Florence and Rome, in museums, and
in churches.(There are no prerequisites for this coutse.)

Course Objectives

Students will become familiar with major monuments of Italian art and architecture
(for example, in Florence, the Duomo, the Palazzo Vecchio, the churches of Santa
Croce and Santa MariaoMella, the Brancacci Chapel; in Assisi, the Basilica of Saint
Franci s; i n Rome, t he Colosseum and Roman
the Vatian, the Sistine Chapel, the Piazza Navona, etc.) and artists (including Giotto,
Fra Angelico, BotticelliMichelangelo, Caravaggio, Artemisia Gentileschi, and

ART 96: Italian Sketchbook
This course consists in gathering research from Florence and Rome in the traditional

form of sketching from the works in the museums, streets, and environments of Italy as

artists have done for centuries. Timsludes working from sculptures, paintings, formal
gardens, as well as drawing from life in the streets and markets and the surrounding
landscapes. Students will be encouraged to gain firsthand knowledge of the original
works by studying them in situ, tveate sketchbooks that can be used as a personal,

visual record.
