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Course Information

This summer program explores the religion, history, politics and culture of Turkey. Thedsixcourse focuses on

both medieval and contemporary understandings of Islarurkey with special emphasis on the legacy of

Islamic mysticism (Sufism). Students will examine the impact of Sufi tradition on popular piety by reading the
haunting love poetry of the renowned Sufi master, Jalabakly wdzY A = 0 & O Aaadibyiiktefadtingv dzY A
with living Sufi teachers and their mystical communities. How is Islam experienced and expressed in contempora
Turkey? What role has Islam played in Turkish social and cultural history? What is the relationship between Islar
identity and national identity today?

modern aspirations? How do today's Turks seek to be both modern and spiritual? Students will explore all these
important questions during four tense weeks of cultural immersion.

The study tour begins and ends in Istanbul. Istanbul was once Constantinople, but today it is a vibrant and
cosmopolitan city at the crossroads of East and West. With the city as our classroom, the group will vis#ismosq
