LEHIGH UNIVERSITY 
LESN Admission Information
A graduate of an accredited college or university may be considered for admission to a graduate program at Lehigh University.  The decision to admit a student rests with the applicant’s department or program, and stands for one year following the semester for which admission was offered.  If more than one year elapses, the applicant’s department reserves the right to reconsider the original offer.

All applicants must submit the following to the Lehigh University Office of Distance Education:

Completed Data Sheet – Including a fee for new students applying for admission to LESN.  A check, payable to Lehigh University, should be submitted with the application.  Please check our website for the current application fee.


Transcripts – Applicants should request that the Registrar of each college or university attended provide an 
official transcript.  To expedite the process, unofficial transcripts may be provided with the application, to 
be followed as soon as possible by an official one.  Transcripts should be sent to the Office of Distance 
Education.


Letters of Recommendation – Two recommendation forms should be submitted by individuals qualified to 
evaluate the applicant’s academic achievements and potential for graduate studies.  Recommendations from 
professors are preferred.  However, letters from employers, supervisors, or professional associates are 
accepted.


Resume – All students applying to MBA and non-degree business, applicants need to provide their resume.


Test Scores – Some departments may require test scores such as the GRE or GMAT.  Please check 
requirements for individual programs.


Language Proficiency – All international students whose native language is not English are required to 
take the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL).  A minimum score of 550 is required for 
admission.  Original test scores should be submitted with application on the paper-pencil test or 213 
on the 
computer-
scored test.  Note: For any student who has taken the new Internet-based TOEFL or iBT 
(released in September 2005) which contains a speaking section, please contact either the academic advisor 
of the program you’re applying to, or Lehigh’s ESL Department (inesl@lehigh.edu) for the minimum 
required scores for admission to your program.  This TOEFL requirement may be waived if the 
international applicant has studied in an English-speaking university for at least one year.

ADMISSION
An applicant may enter the graduate program as a student in one of two categories:  regular or associate. 

Applicants wishing admission only for the purpose of taking up to four graduate courses without seeking a degree must use the Non-Degree Graduate Application Form located at the end of this packet. 
Regular Graduate Student Status
Any graduate of an accredited college or university may be considered for admission to Lehigh University’s Graduate Programs.  The admission decision rests with a specific department or program and stands for one year following the first semester for which admission was offered.  If more than one year elapses, the department reserves the right to reconsider its offer.

Only regular graduate students are candidates for graduate degrees.  To be considered for admission as a regular graduate student, the applicant must satisfy at least one of the following conditions:


have an undergraduate G.P.A. of at least 2.75 out of 4.00


have an average of at least 3.00 for the last two semesters of undergraduate study


have scores at or above the 75th percentile on the Graduate Record Examination (GRE), if required, or other 
recognized test


have a graduate G.P.A.  of  at  least  3.00  for  a  minimum  of  12  credit  hours  of  graduate  work 
completed at other institutions

have successfully satisfied the probationary conditions as an associate graduate student discussed below 

Satisfying  one  of  these  conditions  is  necessary  but  may  not  be  a  sufficient  condition  for  admission  as  a  regular graduate student.

Associate Graduate Student Status
Associate graduate status may be offered to applicants who apply but fail to qualify for regular graduate student status.  Only  associate  graduate  student  applications  will  be  considered  during  the  late  admissions  period between the end of the regular admission period and the first day of classes.  Applicants for associate status may submit unofficial rather than official transcripts.  The Registrar will require an official final transcript, however, before grades are released.  Certain departments or programs may have earlier deadlines and more stringent requirements.  See Program Information for more details.
Associate  graduate  students  who  are  admitted  during  the  late  admission  period  and  who  clearly  qualify  for admission as regular graduate  student  may  petition  for regular  status after  classes  begin  if  all  credentials are  in order. 

Other associate graduate students must meet the following condition before they may petition for regular status:


Completion of the first nine credit hours of courses numbered 300 or higher with at most one grade of 
below B-.


Students receiving a grade lower than a C will be dropped from the program.

Students should note that individual departments may impose more rigorous probationary standards.  See Program Information for more details. 
Non-Degree Admission

Online Admission 
Online  students  are  required  to  provide  the  name  of  a  proctor  who  will  be  administering  examinations.  This information must be given upon registration.

Applications for admission will only be accepted once a year – all students will apply for and begin the MS program in the fall semester.  The deadline to apply is July 1. 
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
