Guidelines for presenters - Fall 2008 Glass Properties Course
· Avoid slides with resized, pasted objects (figures, tables, etc) that are too small and unreadable.   This is especially problematic when the resolution of the slide will be further reduced on conversion to compressed video.   

· Avoid slides with too many words, small font and too much information; better to break into several slides with smaller chunks of info on each.
· Include appropriate titles on all of your slides (with slide numbers if possible).  The “bottom line” of each slide should be clear; titles provide one means.

· Be realistic with the number of slides per lecture.  Remember that less is often better.  (Eighty slides for a 90 minute lecture are way too many.)
· Speak clearly; the audio is typically the most important part of a video lecture, especially when the slides are available to the attendees.  

· Provide periodic breaks for student engagement via in class exercises or questions to the audience.

· Prepare and submit your slides far enough ahead of time that attendees can print their own paper copy prior to the lecture. (Preferably the day before your class.)
· Homework should reinforce your lecture and engage the student.  Link them.
