The 2002 Intercollegiate Rowing Association National Collegiate Championships continued Saturday.  This was the 100th Annual National IRA Regatta but Lehigh University’s first.


In today’s finals racing the Varsity four of coxswain Eric Matthews, Stroke seat Dave Chadwick, three seat Aaron Czysz, two seat Justin Yurchak and bow seat Mike Koerner placed fourth in the grand finals.  Lehigh raced from nearly the start to finish from the fourth place position.  At 1000 meter mark (halfway) they made a push for the medals but Wisconsin and Cornell were able to hold them off. With 200 meters to go Penn sprinted but could not overtake the Mountain Hawks.  Lehigh placed fourth of twenty-four overall.
