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COE Diversity Committee Leads Initiative to Bring
Multiculturalism to the Forefront  

In 2003 a College diversity task force was
asked to review and identify the needs of
the College with respect to diversity 
and multicultural perspectives. Once 
recommendations were made by the task
force, a standing committee was established
to work to add new activities for faculty,
staff and students which encourage them to
examine multiculturalism and diversity 
in-depth, including a diversity speaker
series. This is when the task force turned to
Dr. Joseph White.

The College welcomed Dr. White, Professor
Emeritus of the University of California, Irvine on September 22, 2006. Renowned for his
seminal work on Black Psychology, Dr. White has also been a powerful advocate for 
individuals pursuing an education in psychology and related fields, especially those 
individuals who may face hurdles specific to their race or ethnicity. Dr. White 
facilitated a discussion among faculty, staff, and students on the specific challenges that
the College currently faces in promoting diversity and multiculturalism. Dr. Margaret
Barber, Assistant Professor in the Educational Leadership program, who is the co-chair of
the committee along with Dr. George DuPaul, Professor in the School Psychology 
program, believes that Dr. White's visit came at a crucial time in the history of 
the university and college. Barber stated that “Dr. White's visit opened the door to 
communication. We will build on that and keep the momentum moving forward.” The
committee is in the process of creating a multicultural resource center. The center will
have the resources to foster discussion and develop a culture among faculty, staff, and
students that is supportive of and open to diverse perspectives and experiences. It will
help strengthen the curriculum across the college's six programs to better reflect issues of
multiculturalism and diversity.

Jitendra Tackles U.S. Math Literacy Problem 
When the rest of the world looks at the United States, it sees a generation of students

struggling to compete in mathematics. Such a view is fueled by recent studies that show
American students are performing well below their international peers in math and 
science. And while those closer to home may argue that gap is narrowing, there is still 
little doubt that wholesale changes in curriculum and instruction are necessary. It's a
daunting task, but one that offers some interesting possibilities.

“A lot of the problem is tied to the fact that the United States lacks a standardized

(ASCD) premier journal Educational Leadership - Science in the Spotlight. Educational
Leadership program student Jacqueline B. Clymer co-authored an article: Improving the
way we grade science: Standards-based grading systems improve how we communicate learning
expectations to students. The research suggests the best tool to increase students' 
overall performance is feedback that provides what they need to achieve or amend
and the method to attain those goals. Constructive evaluation and on-going feedback
encourages students to exert maximum effort by emphasizing their strengths,
identifying concrete ways for them to improve, and providing them with positive 
reinforcement for progress. Evaluation of student performance is essential; it serves
to promote student learning, or at least it should. While many educators are highly
focused on state tests, it is important to consider that over the course of a year, teachers
can incorporate many opportunities to assess how students are learning and then use
this information to make beneficial changes in instruction. For more information
please contact Jacqueline Clymer at jclymer@qcsd.org.

New Academic Program in the COE 
The College of Education has strengthened its commitment to international studies by

developing a new program Transcultural, Comparative, and International Education
(TCIE) to begin this fall. The program will have at least two full time faculty members
fully dedicated to teaching, research, and advising students.

“New technologies have led to a rapidly increasing flow of people, information,
goods, and services within and across national boundaries” stated Dr. Daphne Hobson,
Director of the COE Office of International Programs. As individual and institutional
identities increasingly reflect diverse cultural traditions and values, a major challenge
to education is to promote new ways of understanding and negotiating these identities.
The COE's Office of International Programs was created to meet the ever-increasing
demands of education in a global world. Since 2006 we have experienced a 28%
increase in enrollment of international educators and the numbers continue to climb.

national mathematics curriculum,” explains Asha Jitendra, Professor of Special
Education. “We have a chance to change the way we approach math education so
that all of our students – especially those with special needs – can really experience
success.” It's a message Jitendra took with her to Arizona, where she addressed 
the nation's governors and their policy staffs. The officials – all members of the 
influential National Governors Association – convene every year at its Middle Grades
Literacy Forum, a workshop organized by the association's Center for Best Practices.
Being invited to speak to the group is an honor Jitendra didn't take lightly. If changes
in math literacy are to happen, officials at the state level will need to lead that charge.

“Educational policy should be driven by sound research – which, in this case,
includes practices designed specifically for children with high needs,” Jitendra says,
adding that children with disabilities, or those facing language barriers, have a 
tendency to fall through the cracks. It's a concern Jitendra knows all too well. As a
leading special education researcher in the field of math literacy and comprehension,
she's had the chance to work directly with children who have learning disabilities
with which to contend. “We're making the right strides, but it will take some time.
Inevitably, it will be up to the states to work more closely with teachers to design
effective instruction for a range of diverse learners,” she explained. It's a message
that state leaders and policy makers are finally starting to grasp. Jitendra challenged
others at the workshop to increase the amount of school-based instruction, to teach
to the “big ideas,” and to involve parents in their children's learning.

Her presentation to the National Governors Association followed on the heels of
another high-profile achievement earlier this fall, when Jitendra was awarded a
Mathematics and Science Research Grant by the Institute of Education Sciences (IES),
a research arm of the U.S. Department of Education. Jitendra is the principal 
investigator (PI) and Jon Star, Assistant Professor at Michigan State University, is her
co-PI on the three-year study.Together, Jitendra and Star will work with seventh-grade
teachers and students at Shawnee Middle School in Easton, Pa. to promote students'
understanding of mathematical word problems using schema-based instruction.
“We're looking to get a better understanding of math literacy that will, hopefully,
enable all levels of students to become higher performers,” says Jitendra.

Are We Making the Grade? 
The role of formative assessment in raising student achievement is gaining 

recognition in our regional and national schools. While the concept has been around
since the mid-70's, curriculum developers, teachers, and researchers have begun to
embrace the idea that a shift from assessment of to an assessment for learning is the
key to student achievement.

An example of this successful transition of student assessment was published in
the December 2006 issue of the Association for Supervision and Curriculum Development's

Nobel Laureate: One of the things that human beings find
most nourishing is when you care beyond yourself 

Dr. Wangari Maathai, the first
African woman to receive the
Nobel Peace Prize, was the 
honored guest for the College of
Education's 2007 Distinguished Lecture
Series: Leaders of Practice on
February 1st. Maathai, a leading
international advocate for women's
rights and environmental protection,
was recognized with the 2004
Nobel Peace Prize for founding
the Greenbelt Movement. The
grassroots movement promotes
environmental responsibility as a
way to alleviate poverty and war.
During her lecture, Maathai described how these ideas are connected. “We live on a 
planet where resources are limited,” Maathai said. “In order for us to live in peace with
each other, we need to learn to manage our resources responsibly and accountably. We
need to learn to share these resources more equitably so as to preempt many of the 
reasons why people fight, one of which is over resources.” Maathai discovered the 
relationship between peace, human health, and the environment in the 1970's at a forum
that brought women from across Africa to discuss different struggles they faced as a result
of their gender. At that forum, Maathai – a professor at the University of Nairobi who, in
1971, became the first woman in East and Central Africa to earn a doctoral degree –
spoke against inconsistencies in the terms of services given to male professors over
female professors. But she soon forgot her own complaints when she listened to the other
women speak. These women lacked even the most basic necessities: clean drinking water,
food, income, and firewood. At the time, Maathai said, she thought, “This is where I
should be.These are the people I should really be working with.What I was thinking about
is nothing compared to the basic, life-threatening needs these women were talking about.”

With this realization, the Greenbelt Movement began. Based in Kenya, the international
movement spread to other countries and has planted more than 40 million trees across
Africa. Through planting trees, the Greenbelt Movement seeks to improve the lives of people
across Africa by empowering women and girls by teaching them how to care for the trees
and for themselves. Over time, the Greenbelt Movement has adopted many roles and now
advocates for a wide range of causes including civil, democratic, environmental, and
human rights. These are big fights, but Maathai believes that they can be won if each person
focuses on the little things they can do, which she calls the “do-ables.” Do-ables include
writing on both sides of paper, reducing waste, and being involved in service. “One of the

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'ready-to-learn' attitude, both on behalf of the parents and their children,” Manz
says. "For many of these families, there are a lot of cultural or economic challenges
they must find ways to overcome. Research indicates that this program has been 
successful in doing just that by creating a stimulating and rich home environment." 

Manz's research will investigate the impact of the program and how well it 
promotes early learning and family involvement. "Parents have so much to gain,
too," Manz adds. "So many of them go on to pursue a GED, or to improve their own
language skills, or eventually become active in their children's schools.”

“But here's the interesting thing: up to half of the program's current 
paraprofessionals are former parent participants themselves," Manz says. "This 
program is often an entry point into the workforce – and a successful one at that.
It allows them to share their own experiences and make a real impact in 
their communities."

Prestigious American Psychological
Association Division Award Presented
to Director for the Center for
Promoting  Research to Practice:
Dr. Edward S. Shapiro 

Dr. Edward S. Shapiro, Professor of School Psychology
and Director of the Center for Promoting Research to
Practice won the 2006 American Psychological Association
Division of School Psychology Senior Scientist Award. The
award is presented to school psychologists who throughout
their careers have demonstrated exceptional programs of
scholarship that merit special recognition. This is not an
award necessarily for the amount of writing done by a
scholar, but rather for a sustained program of outstanding
theoretical and research activity. Receiving this award is
especially meaningful for Dr. Shapiro personally; as he also
won the 1987 Lightner Witmer award which is an award
given by the American Psychological Association Division of School Psychology to a
young, promising scholar in the field. Winning these two top awards places him
among an elite level of recognition of accomplishment that has impacted the field of
school psychology. Likewise, it brings Lehigh and the School Psychology program at
the College of Education a level of recognition that continues to place it at the very
top of programs nationally.

things that human beings find most nourishing is when you care beyond yourself,”
she said. “When you go beyond yourself, that's when you become truly human.”
Maathai also participated in a question and answer session with Lehigh University
and high school students from the Lehigh Valley which capped a morning-long 
environmental simulation activity. Created by students in Lehigh's Global Citizenship
program, the simulation required participants to work together to address a variety
of real-life issues currently plaguing Africa. Political instability, environmental crises,
and women's rights were just a few of the topics open for discussion. Lehigh students 
representing the College of Education, Global Citizenship, the Women's Studies 
program, and the Environmental Initiative also participated in the day's activities. This
was the first educational outreach program hosted by the College of Education in 
conjunction with its annual Distinguished Lecture Series.

Getting Philadelphia Children “Ready to Learn”
When philanthropists Otto and Phoebe Haas established the charitable William

Penn Foundation in 1945, their vision was simple: to improve the quality of life 
for Philadelphia by strengthening its dynamic and diverse communities. It was a 
prescient vision, to the say the least. A lot has changed in Philadelphia over the 
past 50 years. The city's demographics and ethnic landscape have evolved while its
population has shrunk considerably – more than 500,000 people have left Philadelphia
since the 1950's.

The result is an urban center that is one of most diverse in the country. And to
Patricia Manz, Assistant Professor of the School Psychology program, that urban 
environment provides rich opportunities to form research partnerships with families
and educators.

This semester, Manz is beginning a three-year evaluation of an important community
program called the Philadelphia Parent-Child Home Program (PCHP). A national 
program started in 1965, the PCHP is a unique offering in which paraprofessionals,
recruited from local communities, visit the homes of families challenged by poverty,
low levels of education, language barriers, or other difficult family circumstances.
During the visits, the paraprofessionals model reading, play and conversation activities
for parents and children together. Essentially, the program teaches parents how to
create a supportive home environment that fosters a desire to learn. Manz' research
and evaluation of the Philadelphia PCHP is being fully funded by The William Penn
Foundation.The School District of Philadelphia and the National Center for the Parent-
Child Home Project will collaborate on the effort as well.

“By establishing trusting relationships with the families, paraprofessionals help
young children and their parents to work together, to create a strong bond during a
very transformative time in their lives. The program is really committed to fostering a

Through the generosity of Lehigh University Alum Peter E. Bennett '63, the College of

Education has received its first endowed professorship. As president and CEO of Liberty
Partners, Bennett decided to make a substantial investment in addressing issues of urban
education to close the achievement gap by donating $2.25 million to create a new Center
for Urban Leadership.The Center for Urban Leadership will exhibit a research to development
to practice paradigm as it prepares leaders for positions in urban schools and community
organizations. Its mission is to create new knowledge using a scientific process that is 
rigorous and systemic, which will then be disseminated into rich and cutting edge 
professional development
programs focused on 
providing urban leaders
with the knowledge and
skills to build capacity for
sustainable educational
reform. Starting this fall,
Bennett's initial gift will
go toward the recruitment
and selection of an
endowed, full professor at
Lehigh, who also will
serve as the executive
director of the center.

The center will be unique in its focus on all three aspects of the educational process –
research to development to practice – that provide the knowledge and skills future 
leaders need to reform schools all across America. It will be an incubator of innovation for
new ideas that can be disseminated into best practices so urban educational leaders can
inspire and sustain the change that builds capacity in our nation's urban schools.

Ahead of the Game 
During a two-day visit to Pennsylvania, John Hagar, Assistant Secretary of the Office 

of Special Education and Rehabilitative Services, made sure his travels took him to South
Mountain. It's there, at the College of Education and its Center for Promoting Research to
Practice, that some of the nation's most innovative research in education is taking place.
Assistant Secretary Hagar had come to discuss the work being done by Dr. Lee Kern in
Project REACH and Dr. Ed Shapiro in Project MP3. The faculty and students involved in
these two ground breaking research initiatives had the opportunity to discuss their 
findings with John Hagar in group meetings and at lunch.

Hagar and other education advocates and policy-makers have continued to recognize
Lehigh's commitment to children with learning disabilities. Their interest partly stems from

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For years, educators in both schools and universities have pointed to a gap
between research and practice and to the poor articulation between professional
preparation and the real world of school reform. They have sought ways for P-12 and
professional education to work together for mutual benefit. There is clear evidence
that students, professionals-in-training and both school and university faculty 
benefit from the opportunities partnerships offer, learning more about best practices.
An IPDS spreads this benefit across multiple programs in the College and applies it
to multiple needs in the school.

The IPDS partnership creates a two-way flow of learning and growth. This, in turn,
produces educational professionals informed about best practices and enriched by
access to some of the best researchers in their fields; researchers that are connected
to the everyday challenges faced by those working in school settings and by their 
students; and professionals-in-training exposed to the school environment on a 
regular basis and thus better prepared once they start their own careers. The ultimate
beneficiaries, however, are the students in P-12 classrooms. With additional personnel
on-site and active and ongoing inquiry into best practices, teachers and key support
staff have more opportunity to expand on what they do focusing on greater 
individual student growth and improved personal and academic performance.

a 2002 report issued by the President's

College of Education Announces Integrated Professional
Development School  

Nearly three years ago a task force of COE faculty was charged to develop a 
cross-program Integrated Professional Development School (IPDS) that links 
programs within the COE with diverse student populations in the community. In the
fall of 2006 that charge became reality with the first IPDS partner, Farmersville
Elementary School. Together, faculty, professionals-in-training, already-certified 
professionals, staff, and public school students create a community of learners whose
varied interests and concerns advance teaching, learning, and personal and 
professional growth.

Traditionally, professional development schools are partnerships between teacher
preparation programs and P-12 schools. The College of Education is going one step 
further in creating an IPDS that will involve all the programs in the College.
This innovative initiative will enhance professional preparation of candidates, including
educational technologists, counselors, school psychologists, and administrators, as 

well as special and 
general educators. It 
will also further faculty
development for profes-
sionals in the school,
foster inquiry directed 
at the improvement 
of practice, and identify
the most promising 
educational practices
aimed at enhancing 
student learning.

Maathai, a 
leading international advocate for women's rights
and environmental protection, was recognized
with the 2004 Nobel Peace Prize for founding the
Greenbelt Movement. The grassroots movement
promotes environmental responsibility as a way
to alleviate poverty and war. During her lecture,
Maathai described how these ideas are connected.
“We need to learn to share these resources more
equitably so as to preempt many of the reasons
why people fight, one of which is over resources.”
