Single stream recycling efforts underway

Lehigh has entered into an agreement with Green-
star to sell its collected recyclable materials to the
company. All glass, metal, plastic #1-7, paper,
h newsprint, magazines and cardboard can now be
kl collected in a single blue container. The collected
materials will be transported by Raritan Valley Dis-
posal to the Greenstar site in Northampton where
they will be sorted and shipped to processing facili-
ties. New blue collection containers are being dis-

tributed and placed in offices, classrooms, dining areas, common spaces and
on campus grounds to simplify collection. Compactors are also being used to
reduce trips to the recycling facility.

At Lehigh, there are a number of environmental entities including LEAG, the
Environmental Coalition (ECo) and the Environmental Initiative (El). Think of
each one of these organizations as branches of the tree of sustainability for
Lehigh working together to green the campus.

The Environmental Coalition (ECo) represents student organizations like
Green Action, Engineers Without Borders, and The Progressive Student Alli-
ance, and any other student-run organization that list sustainability as a prior-
ity. ECo is responsible for gathering student interests, and concerns and relay-
ing them to LEAG.

LEAG provides advice and updates to the president and senior leadership on
priorities for campus sustainability initiatives. The group recently completed
its draft for a Climate Commitment, specifically tailored to the university.
LEAG often collaborates with Business Services, Facilities and Dining Services
to achieve common sustainability goals.

The Environmental Initiative (EIl) is a cross-discipline PROGRAM that includes
academics, research, and outreach. It houses undergraduate and graduate pro-
grams in earth and environmental sciences, policy design, environmental stud-
ies, and environmental engineering. The El is also working on a repository of
sustainability content that can be used across Lehigh's curriculum.
