We request the following two changes to the description of EES 004.

1 - change instructor to "Staff" (replacing "Kodama, Zeitler")

 2 - add the pre- or co-requisite of a three-credit EES introductory-level course

The changed EES course description would be: 

EES 004. The Science of Environmental Issues (1)

Analysis of current environmental issues from a scientific perspective. The focus of the course will be weekly discussions based on assigned readings. Pre- or co-requisite: introductory-level course in EES. Staff (NS) 

Rationale :   The EES faculty have decided to alter the format of EES 004 to a model where each of the faculty members offering a three-credit EES introductory-level courses in any given semester contributes two weeks to the EES seminar-format course during that same semester. This new format will exploit the synergy between EES 004 and these introductory-level courses, exposing the students to elements of each of these three-credit courses. In the past, EES 004 has largely been delivered by our T.A.s, producing some problems when there were large differences in the preparation level of these graduate students. The new format increases the faculty contribution to this course.

It was always our intent, for EES 004, to impose the pre- or co-requisite of an EES introductory level course, as we did for EES 022 (our one-credit lab course also in the introductory level of our curriculum). The omission of this pre - or co-requisite for EES 004 was simply an oversight in our original course and curriculum proposal submitted in the fall, 2005. 

Student Impact (Internal) : These changes would have no obvious impact on our majors and minors, as the changes involve only our introductory level. 

Student Impact (External) : The changes we propose for EES 004, particularly that involving the pre- and co-requisites, could impact a small number of students considering the combination of EES 004 with a three-credit course in another department as a way to satisfy part of their eight-credit NS requirement in CAS. It is more likely that CAS students needing four credits toward this eight-credit requirement would opt to pair EES 004 with a three-credit introductory-level EES course covering related topics. EES 004 should ideally be combined with an EES introductory level course, taking advantage of the complementary coverage and styles of the two types of offerings. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : This change in the format of EES 004 would produce a small additional impact on EES faculty, as those faculty offering three-credit introductory-level courses would be involved for about two weeks in EES 004 during the same semester. We as a department feel that this impact is reasonable given the expected improvement in the delivery of EES 004.

The revised catalog description would be:  EES 016 / IR 016. Geology of War (3)

Introduction to Earth and Environmental Sciences through a study of the geologic underpinnings of human conflict, the geologic influences over the outcomes of great battles, and the long-term environmental impacts of war. Instructional format includes lectures, discussions, student projects, and a field trip to Gettysburg National Military Park. Prerequisites: none. Pazzaglia (NS) 

Rationale : 

This course is truly interdisciplinary in the sense that it explores human political and social developments in the context of the geologic realities of resources and resource allocations, ecotones that are conducive to agriculture and those that are not, and global change which has driven and continues to drive political instabilities around the world. The IR department is interested in cross-listing tis course from the perspective that it lends them credibility in connecting with other disciplines. The IR department argues that the topic connects squarely with its interests and is popular with IR students. The issue of NS or SS credit does not seem to be a concern of IR, and the course should retain NS credit and the credit count should go to EES. 

Student Impact (Internal) : This change would have no internal student impact, as the course will still be offered as a part of the EES introductory level, primarily to non-majors.

Students receive an “in progress” grade in December, followed by a grade at the end of the Spring semester when their projects are completed. Under the current structure students’ GPAs are affected with the “in progress” status – this is most significant to the student who requests their December transcript be forwarded to prospective employers or graduate schools. 

By giving students the option to register for 2 cr. each semester they will have maximum flexibility with their registration, and will avoid submission of course overload petitions and “in progress” grades. Those students who plan on graduating early from the University will also have the option of registered for the full 4 cr. in one semester.
