Rationale : 

The major and the minor in Africana Studies should bear the same title. 

Last spring the registrar's office informed the program that when the major in Africana Studies was created, faculty action was not taken to change the name of the minor to correspond with that of the new major. 

This change would have the desired outcome of having the major and minor share the same title. 

Student Impact (Internal) : A student's transcript would reflect the fact that he/she had completed a minor field in Africana rather than African American Studies.  Africana Studies is a broader academic rubric than African American Studies. The latter concentrates on North 

America while the former explores aspects of black history, culture and society, in Africa and the African diaspora. The designation verifies that students who've majored or minored in the field have acquired a global rather than regional appreciation of the field. 

Student Impact (External) : The change would have no discernible impact on students pursuing majors or minors in other programs or departments. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : Neither would the proposed change have an impact on faculty resources in the program of Africana Studies. 

Faculty Impact (External) : The change in the name of the minor would have no impact on faculty resources in other departments or programs. 

University Impact : Neither would the proposed change have any impact on other university resources.

Applied Life Science

Description : Delete program (BA and BS) 

Rationale : This program was initially designed to provide a general mechanism by which students could combine education in Biology and Bioengineering with other disciplines ranging from Math or Science to Social Sciences and Humanities. As such, the program is complicated and details have been difficult for students and faculty to learn and remember.  More than half of the students who have talked to us regarding the program have elected not to declare the major despite continued interest in the field; and half of those who have declared the program have switched out of it into traditional majors. Currently, there are 3 students in the major, all of whom are in the “Decision Making Track.” This is the track that has social science and humanities courses as the partners. In spring 2007, Dean Anne Meltzer charged the Director of the Applied Life Sciences program to convene a committee to evaluate the program and recommend changes to either improve the effectiveness of, or eliminate, the program. During the time Applied Life Sciences has existed as a program, the Chemistry Department added several versions of the Chemistry major that combine some Biology with a Chemistry core program. These have already proved more popular than the Chemistry version of Applied Life Sciences. These results suggest that students interested in combining Biology and/or Bioengineering with other Sciences or Math might best accomplish that goal through majors in their primary field of science which the home departments. Departments of Physics and Math have been consulted and may choose to couple with Biology and/or Bioengineering courses as appropriate for the students. Any such official programs would be added from those departments in the future. The Committee has now come to the conclusion that the best way to accomplish the goals of the original program is to actually completely eliminate the Applied Life Sciences Program and to institute a new program (Health, Medicine, and Society), in stages, which will be the subject of a separate program change document. 

Student Impact (Internal) : Currently several students (three at the time this document is being written) are Applied Life Sciences majors and additional students who entered Lehigh as recently as fall 2007 might elect this major. As no courses in the major are being eliminated, any students eligible to elect the Applied Life Sciences program majors will be able to complete the program with no difficulty. 

Student Impact (External) : This program change will not affect any students not pursuing the Applied Life Sciences program. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : None, there are no faculty with primary roles in the program. 

Faculty Impact (External) : None, there have never been significant numbers of students from the program in any course. 

University Impact : None except to eliminate pages in the course catalog.

Description : Curently EES 31 and 32 are required in the program. This is to be changed to require EES 31 and 22 OR Bios 115 and 116 

Rationale : EES 32 has been dropped and replaced by EES 22 so the change from EES 32 to EES 22 reflects that change. The current requirement is in place to satisfy the medical school requirement of a year of biology. The medical schools are now allowing for that year to be Bios 41,42 and the genetics course and lab, Bios 115 and 116. This change reflects that either option is now acceptable to medical schools.

Classics

Description : Add Latin as a specific minor along with Classics and Classical Civilization. A minor in Classical Civilization requires only courses on Greek and Roman history, religion, archaeology, literature in translation, and philosophy--not language and literature in the original. A minor in Classics flexibly combines the study of Greek and Latin with relevant coursework in history, religion, archaeology, literature in translation, and philosophy. The Latin minor would be distinct from the Classics minor in focusing on Latin language courses specifically; that is, all courses would be in Latin. 

I list below the courses involved in each. I hope the proposed new minor is now clear.

1. The Classics minor:

a. A minimum of eight credits from the following: Greek 1, 2, 11, 12, 111, 112, or 113; Latin 1, 2, 11, 12, 111, 112, 113, 114, 115, 116

b. Any two courses from the entire Clss offerings (except for Clss 121) as follows: Clss 21, 22, 50, 52, 54, 56, 58, 112, 114, 127, 131, 132, 161, 174, 176, 213, 231, 151, 311, 312, 313, 314, 345

2. The Latin minor:

Any five courses from Latin 1, 2, 11, 12, 111, 112 113, 114, 115, 116

The Classics minor (which is not being dropped) consists of a mix of courses in language and literature in the original with civilization courses. A student must take at least three (and as many as five) language and literature courses in the original (any of the above Latin courses along with any of the corresponding ancient Greek courses--Grk 1,2, 11, 12, 111, 112, 113, and 171) and two Classical Civilization courses. 

Rationale : Although Classics encompasses Latin, it would be useful for students who are focusing on Latin itself (language and literature in the original) to be able to have their transcripts reflect that particular concentration. Several students who have recently graduated with a minor in Classics reflecting Latin per se have expressed interest in teaching Latin at the secondary-school level (especially in a preparatory school not requiring education courses). These students would be better served if their transcripts highlighted a Latin minor. 

The designation "Classics " is very broad. There is a language emphasis in the Latin minor that does not exist in either of the other two. Theoretically, we could have a Greek minor as well, but realistically it doesn't make sense since it is only a rare student who ever takes five (or even four) Greek courses here--and they have all been Classics majors (so they don't need the minor). Given the rigor involved in the study of Latin, students should be able to have (and several have requested it) a minor that draws attention to the hard work they've had to invest in the actual language study.

Rationale : B.A. MAJOR

1. Departure of a linguist from Lehigh means the Into to Linguistics course will not be offered as frequently as in the past; hence, we cannot specifically require it of students. Conversely, neuroscience is an increasingly important area of cognitive science, both nationally and here at Lehigh; hence, one course in this general area makes a fitting "substitute" as a core requirement for all cognitive science majors.

2. Cross-listing the four specifically required courses as COGS will help students find relevant program information (both in the Catalog and in semester schedules) and improve the appearance of their transcripts.

3. Proposed revision of major elective categories better reflects the contemporary configuration of cognitive science as an interdisciplinary field and ensures students have more choice (on a semester-by-semester) basis among major electives.

4. Specifying that the senior capstone experience is a senior thesis brings the requirement structure in line with actual practice over the past several years, e.g., COGS 301 (Senior Seminar) has not been offered recently, so it is not a genuine option. (Note: But we are retaining COGS 301 in the catalog, renamed "Seminar in Cognitive Science," as a mechanism to allow transfer credits for students who might take relevant courses elsewhere.)

Minor in Global Studies 

Description : A minor in Global Studies consists of four 4-credit courses, including GS 10 and three courses from the list of core classes or Global Studies seminars, with two classes at the 200 level or above. The UN Workshop, study abroad or Lehigh Abroad are strongly recommended. 

Rationale : The addition of three new faculty with links to the Globalization and Social Change Initiative allows for the creation of new and focused courses to comprise the major in Global Studies. 

Student Impact (Internal) : The new courses will greatly expand the range of classes available to students now in the program. 

Student Impact (External) : Many of the classes will be cross-listed, which should also expand the range of classes for students in other programs. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : The new faculty will be hired with the stipulation that they teach one core class and one cross-listed class in the Global Studies major. New faculty thus will be able to teach other required courses, such as the introductory course, the history course and upper level seminars.

Description : Drop the Minor in Health and Human Development 

Rationale : The faculty committee charged to evaluate and update the Applied Life Sciences program made the decision to eliminate that program and reconstitute a portion of the program under a new name – Health, Medicine and Society (see Applied Life Sciences program and HMS program documents for more information). During discussion of the new program, it became clear that the new program will overlap the HHD minor considerably, but have a broader focus. The current HHD minor is not particularly visible to all students because it is housed in the front of the catalog and not found with other academic programs. Further, the minor is administered through Career Services implying to some that it is a pre-professional minor. The committee working on developing the Health, Medicine and Society program has decided that the most logical resolution of this situation is to eliminate the HHD minor and replace it with a new minor in Health, Medicine and Society (see HMS program document). This new program focuses on the intersection between health and medical issues and social sciences and humanities. We believe that the new minor will provide a range of course-work that more adequately addresses the humanities and social sciences intersections with health care issues today and will therefore more effectively serve a broader range of our students. Retaining the HHD program along with the new program requires duplication of effort to manage the minors and, therefore, we propose elimination of the HHD minor. 

Student Impact (Internal) : We believe there are 8 HHD minors and additional students who entered Lehigh as recently as fall 2007 might elect this minor. Since they typically decide late in their careers, there could be again as many students (maybe up to 10 more) who will yet declare it. We expect more students will select HMS than this one, if both are open to them. No courses in the minor are being eliminated or reduced in frequencey due to their use in other programs, all students currently in the minor and those eligible for this minor will be able to complete the program with no difficulty. So there is no impact, every student eligible will be able to complete the minor. 

Student Impact (External) : None, as no courses are being changed. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : No impact. It is anticipated that students will continue to take these courses as components of their majors and/or as part of the HMS Minor (see that document for details). These courses are quite popular and will continue to have plenty of students enrolled. The staff member in Career services who advises the minor is retiring this winter and will not be affected. 

Faculty Impact (External) : There will be no faculty impact outside of the program. 

University Impact : The only impact on the University will be the loss of a minor whose visibility is so low that it isn't even on the drop-down program list in this site. There will be no impact on the University and an alternate minor is being proposed to meet the basic need in a way that should, if anything, be more visible and more useful to the University. Please see the Health, Medicine and Society program document for more information. 

Internal Approval : Yes 

External Consultation : Yes, Yes, Judith Lasker from Sociology and Anthropology and Diane Hyland from Psychology are the chairs of the two departments teaching most of the courses. They were involved in the planning to eliminate the program. Donna Kosteva, the pre-professional advisor in Career Services who administers the program believes this is the right thing to do. Also, Roslyn Weiss, Chair of Philosophy, whose Bioethics course is currently in the minor has been consulted and approves of the HHD program elimination.

Description : Add a Minor in Health, Medicine, and Society
Add a minor in this interdisciplinary field. The minor program requires four courses. SSP?HMS 160 Medicine and Society (4 cr) is a required course. Students will select three aditional courses from the list below or any other HMS courses offered, with the approval of the HMS minor advisor. The courses must come from at least two different disciplines (cross-listed fields). (Note course cross-listing requests are in course change documents)

Rationale : Health care in the 21st century is dramatically different from what it was even a few decades ago, both in the United States and around the world. The challenge of meeting the increasingly complex health needs of growing and aging populations is moving to the forefront of national and international concerns. Thus, it is essential for our students to understand the impact of health, illness, and medical care on individuals, families, and societies. Lehigh has a significant opportunity to expand and strengthen its educational contributions in this important area of study. Several years ago, with the generous support of the Keck Foundation, Lehigh University developed a program entitled Applied Life Sciences. Our experiences with this program (see Applied Life Sciences program change document) indicate that it could be improved significantly. The proposed minor allows students to study the interdisciplinary area of Health, Medicine, and Society, a field that focuses on the social scientific and humanistic dimensions of health and medical care. We see a potential strength in the humanities and social sciences aspects at Lehigh that will make this program distinctive. We envision this minor will serve students who wish to be involved in some aspect of the health care industry or health policy, but also students who are interested in communication, the pharmaceutical industry, law, business, agency work, and a number of other careers. 

Student Impact (Internal) : There are currently no students in the program as it is new. However, a short student survey taken of primarily first and second year students in the Arts and Sciences College indicates a significant interest in such a minor program. The new minor will be more visible to students interested in medically related studies due to the proposed location in the program section of the catalog (vs the front pages location of HHD which is being eliminated). About two fifths of the current SSP 160 class are majoring in Psychology or some type of Biology. 

There are also students from Business and students from Engineering in the course (making up one fifth of the total). These students are among those we envision might be interested in the minor program. Nevertheless, the course might become somewhat more popular and unavailable to many sophomores. If any students were forced to substitute a different course in the minor, it would likely be because they waited to declare the major until senior year rather than that they couldn’t have obtained a spot in the course, had they planned the minor from sophomore or junior year. The course is currently capped at 50 students for pedagogical reasons. There are no “assigned” spots; rather the course fills with students as they register (a fact substantiated by the data noted above). Judith Lasker (currently the only instructor for SSP 160), a member of the faculty group which developed the program, has occasionally allowed one or two additional students into the class based on her knowledge that they needed the course for a major or minor (and that they needed it the term in question). So, we wouldn’t anticipate any students needing an alternate course. This situation seems likely to continue in the short term, but we cannot predict what will happen in the longer term. 

Student Impact (External) : We anticipate no impact on students in other programs. Most students with an interest in this field are already taking some of these courses. Because there is a significant number of these courses and additional courses are being created, we anticipate that the only possible student impact is a limitation on access to the SSP/HMS 160 course that is required for the HMS minor. If that happens, we will work to create additional spaces in the course, and/or to find an alternate option for students wishing to do the minor who are unable to take SSP/HMS 160 for entrance into the program so that students using the SSP 160 course for their major will not be restricted. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : Faculty involved in the planning of this program are: Linda Lowe-Krentz (Biological Sciences), Judith Lasker (Sociology and Anthropology), Diane Hyland (Psychology), Lloyd Steffan (Religion), Arthur King (Economics), Stephen Cutcliffe (Science, Technology, and Society and History), Laura Olson (Political Science), Sharon Friedman (Journalism), Barbara Traister (English) and Elizabeth Dolan (English). We are currently working on the development of an introductory course in Medical Humanities which will become part of the program when it is available. It will not be required unless we have ample faculty to teach the course regularly. Currently, the courses in the program are taught on a regular basis and we don't anticipate any impact on current faculty members who have worked on developing the program as they are already teaching (or planning to teach) courses in the program on a regular basis. There may be some pressure on one or more of these courses, but because only 160 is required, no faculty member would be forced to increase capacity in their course(s) or take on additional teaching. 

Faculty Impact (External) : We anticipate no impact on faculty members not involved in the program development. Several of the courses listed as electives are taught by faculty members not involved in the program development. Several courses listed are part of the Health and Human Development which is being eliminated (see HHD program document). This should open space in those courses. We don't anticipate the need to increase spots in these courses. Faculty and/or departments offering these courses have been consulted and agree with the plan. 

University Impact : We have proposed this program as the first step in the eventual development of a HMS major. However, we have restricted the program proposed to the minor because the resources to make the minor possible are already in place. There are sufficient courses available for students to complete the minor and the courses listed are all offered on a regular basis.

Electives are chosen from Biology courses numbered 161 and above. The student could elect the last two credits (of 36) in Biology or some other area in Arts and Sciences. Up to three of the Biology credits could be Biology research which might be used toward an independent thesis in the IDEAS program.

Behavioral Neuroscience concentration for IDEAS 

Courses needed for the concentration that are already part of the 36 credits in the Math/Science IDEAS core, Math 21 and 22, CHM 25, CHM 51 and 53, BIOS 41 and 42. (Note: The concentration in BNS does not require Physics or additional General Chemistry.)

Courses that will be the 36 major credits – Biology Core II and III (115/116 and 120, 8 credits), CHM 52, 58 (4 credits), BIOS 130 (Biostatistics, 4 credits) and BIOS 177 (BNS I, 3 credits) are the lower level courses (19 credits total). Advanced BNS course requirements would be BIOS 276 & 277 (BNS II & BNS lab, 5 credits) and BIOS 382 Endocrinology (3 credits) for a total of 8 additional credits. The 9 remaining credits would have to cover two BNS electives. Students will have to use one of their HSS courses to take PSYC 1.

Investigative Biology/Chemistry concentration for IDEAS

Courses needed for the Investigative concentration that are already part of the 36 credits of Math/Science IDEAS core, Math 21 and 22, 205, CHM 25, Phy 11/12, Phy 21/22 and CHM 51/53 and Math 231.

Courses that will be the 36 concentration credits – Biology Core I, II and III (12 credits), CHM 52, 58 (4 credits) and CHM 31(4 credits) would be the lower level (1st and 2nd year) core. Students would also need BIOS/CHM 371/377. They would then take either BIOS 345/346/367 (8 credits) or CHM 332 and 334 or 335 (6 credits) 

Biochemistry concentration for IDEAS 

Courses needed for the Biochemistry concentration that are part of the 36 credits of science and math. – Math 21, 22 and 23, CHM 25, Phy 11/12, Phy 21/22 and CHM 51/53 and Math 231

Courses that will be the 36 major credits – Biology Core I and II (8 credits), CHM 52, 58 (4 credits) and CHM 31 (4 credits) would be the lower level core. Students would also need CHM 194 (3 credits), BIOS/CHM 371/372/377 (Biochemistry core, 9 credits) The concentration would normally also require CHM 332, CHM 307, and a 3 credit Biology elective. This would be worked out with the student’s advisor.

Molecular Biology for IDEAS 

Courses needed for the Molecular Biology program that are already part of the 36 credits in the Math/Science IDEAS core, Math 21 and 22, CHM 25, Phy 11/12, Phy 21/22 and CHM 51/53 and BIOS 41. Courses that will be the 36 major credits – Biology Core I, II and III (9 credits since the Core I lecture counted above), CHM 52, 58 (4 credits) and CHM 31 (4 credits) would be the lower level core. Students would also need BIOS 371, 367, 345 and 346 (Molecular Biology core, 11 cr.) leaving 8 cr in the 36 credit space. Typically, Molecular Biology majors would take one of the BIOS 324/328/353 group (3 credits), one of the 325/368/377 lab group (2-3 credits) and two more three credit electives. We would probably have to eliminate one of the three credit electives completely. If the student has one or more of their Chemistry, Math or Physics requirements from 

AP and they take one of the required Chemistry courses in place of that course, that would allow them to take two three credit electives as they should.

Rationale : There are three basic steps that IDEAS students follow to create their unique and ideally completely new interdisciplinary areas of study. In the first semester we explore how their interests mesh with the curricula available to them; one each in A&S and Engineering. Next they choose two of the areas defined by the program as concentrations. Finally students define how those choices relate to a potential thesis idea and develop the unique interdisciplinary curricular four year model they will pursue with their concentrations department advisors. 

In the A&S College, if their chosen area is in a department or program that requires 36 credits or less, that “major,” with the consent of the department or program, becomes an IDEAS concentration. If the chosen curriculum in A&S is more than the 36 credits allotted, the department or program has been asked to construct a 36 credit concentration in that area. Those concentrations are being presented below.

IDEAS students graduate with honors and a 136 credit Bachelor of Science Degree in IDEAS with one concentration in Engineering and one concentration in A&S. Their major is IDEAS. 

It is our expectation that, in most cases, the chosen concentrations will interface with existing interdisciplinary areas such as STS or combine in such a way as to develop individually unique interdisciplinary new areas of study. Some IDEAS students will use their chosen concentrations as preparation for medical or law school. Some will use the IDEAS curriculum as preparation for graduate study.

A Proposal for an Interdisciplinary Honors Program Leading to the Integrated Degree in Engineering, Arts, and Science (IDEAS)

The attached new honors degree program in IDEAS (Integrated Degree in Engineering, Arts, and Science) was passed by the P.C. Rossin College of Engineering and Applied Science, College of Arts and Science, and the Education Policy Committee on November 27, 2006, February 19, 2007, and February 28, 2007, respectively. And by the University Faculty on March 19, 2007 

1. Executive Summary

Engineering education is of significant value to students who will pursue careers other than as professional engineers—in law, medicine, government, architecture, the fine and performing arts, journalism, business, and education. Professional engineers themselves profit enormously from being thoroughly grounded in the liberal arts and sciences. Indeed, the complex challenges and problems confronting us in the 21st century dramatically underscore the importance of individuals who are both liberally educated and technologically sophisticated, persons whose habits of thought are thoroughly, comfortably interdisciplinary. Moreover, Lehigh is one of a small number of universities possessing the resources necessary to provide such an education. The intention of all these programs is to attract the highly motivated and most talented students to Lehigh. The students in these programs will benefit from the integrated, strategic leveraging of strengths across college boundaries within the University.

These fundamental assumptions, taken collectively, supply the basic motivation and rationale for developing new programs to cultivate a new breed of cross-disciplinary innovators, in order to provide an education that produces students well versed in dual focus areas –in engineering and in a complementary area in the liberal arts, including humanities, social sciences, and mathematics and the natural sciences. Such an educational environment also cultivates a multitude of thinking styles…it’s Renaissance thinking for the technological era, an ideal preparation for students. The cornerstones of this thrust area are the interdisciplinary programs in IBE (Integrated Business and 

Engineering), CSB (Computer Science and Business) and now the proposed IDEAS (Integrated Degree in Engineering, Arts, & Science).

In May 2006, a task force was assembled and charged by Deans David Wu and Anne Meltzer to develop the IDEAS program. The first part of the charge is to obtain approval of a program “shell”, similar to the procedure used to develop the Integrated Business and Engineering (IBE) program, and to subsequently develop detailed approved majors. 

This document is the proposed program “shell” consisting of an executive summary, proposed shell (Table 1), list of objectives, and program components. Also provided are a tentative timetable, impact/resource statement and sample majors. IDEAS is proposed to be a four-year Bachelor of Science honors program of 136 credits (see Table 1), attracting outstanding students to Lehigh, requiring 12 credits in IDEAS core courses designed especially for students in the program across all four years; 36 credits of a math/natural science core, 36 in each of an engineering major and a liberal arts major, and finally, 16 credits of electives

1.  The IDEAS core courses will consist of a first year core course, stepping-stone courses, and a capstone course; all will be writing intensive. They will replace Engineering 5, English 1 & 2, and the CAS college seminar/A&S 1 requirements for students in the IDEAS program.

2 The math/science core will consist of Math 21, 22, 23, 205; Chem 25; Physics 11, 12; plus 11 credits drawn from the following: Bios 41, 42; Chem 51, 53; EES gateway courses; Physics 21, 22; Math 231.

3 This major will consist of a selection of engineering courses drawn either from one of the traditional engineering disciplines (e.g., civil engineering) or from an approved interdisciplinary engineering program especially designed to coordinate with a specific liberal arts theme (e.g., legal studies).

4 This major will consist either of a traditional major (e.g., architecture) or of an interdisciplinary liberal arts program (e.g., the STS major, resulting in a new BS degree in STS to complement the already-existing BA, or a program organized around a specific theme, like legal studies or ethical issues).

5 Some IDEAS majors (e.g., those involving architecture) will require using some of these elective credits on coursework required for that particular major. Also, students are strongly encouraged to take Eco 1 as an elective if it is not already required as part of the program that they are pursuing. Finally, these elective courses might be used to supplement the engineering core, in order to bring a student within one year of fulfilling requirements for a traditional engineering BS, or to fulfill the requirements of another program such as Global Citizenship or a Business Minor.

6 All students in the IDEAS program will automatically fulfill the CAS math and natural science distribution requirements. Many students will also easily fulfill the humanities and social science distribution (CAS) or breadth/depth (RCEAS) requirements as they pursue a program of study in the liberal arts major. But for the student who chooses to study natural science or mathematics within the liberal arts major, it would be necessary to use free electives in order for those students to complete a required minimum of 8 credits in the humanities and 8 credits in the social sciences. 

Student Impact (Internal) : These concentrations allow students to continue with the requirements of the IDEAS program. 

Student Impact (External) : The IDEAS program is available to existing students if they meet the criteria at the end of the first semester and at the end of the first year, if attrition occurs. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : None 

Faculty Impact (External) : In the IDEAS program students are assigned an adviser in each curriculum area they choose and ultimately a thesis adviser in the senior year. The IDEAS co-directors remain secondary advisers. 

University Impact : It is expected, and has already occurred, that students have chosen Lehigh based on their acceptance to the IDEAS program

The multidisciplinary Joint IR/MLL Major is offered jointly by the Department of International Relations (IR) and the Department of Modern Languages and Literatures (MLL). The program, which offers a Bachelor of Arts, incorporates courses from both IR and MLL, as well as electives from a broad cross-section of other departments, for a challenging program that requires overseas study, language facility, and undergraduate research.

The Joint IR/MLL Major recognizes that Lehigh graduates must be adequately prepared to play an active role in the world of the 21st century. For that, they will need an acute understanding of essentials issues of global politics, broad linguistic and cultural skills, significant overseas experience, and both intellectual and cultural sophistication. 

The Joint IR/MLL Major meets those requirements with courses in economics, international relations, language, and culture. Extended study abroad and undergraduate research in more than one language are also required. The program will help students develop a deeper and richer understanding of cultural, linguistic, and political diversity around the world.

The program requires a total of 16 courses for 60-64 credits. At least one semester of study abroad in an approved Lehigh program is required, as is undergraduate research that uses sources in a least one language other than English. Each student will have two major advisors, one each from IR and MLL.

3 electives from an approved list, including courses from the departments of Sociology and Anthropology, Economics, English, International Relations, Journalism, Modern Languages and Literatures, Political Science, History, Religion, and/or programs in Africana Studies, Asian Studies, European Studies, Global Citizenship, Latin American Studies, Russian Studies, Sociology and Social Psychology, Science, Technology and Society, Women’s /Studies, or other courses as approved by IR and MLL advisors. (Courses must be chosen from at least two departments.)

Communication Minor

Purpose: This interdisciplinary minor guides students to a better understanding of how people share meaning through interpersonal, group and organizational communication as well as mass media and new media. Students take courses in public speaking, group process, interpersonal communication, persuasion, marketing, advertising, mass communication, and online communication. The minor requires 15-16 credit hours, with a minimum of four courses. The required course is COMM 130, Public Speaking. A second course should be chosen from the 

Communication Core courses, section one. A third course should be taken from the Communication Choice courses, section two. The fourth course may come from either section. At least one course must be 200-level or above.

Courses may be taken in any order. That is, COMM 130 does not need to be taken first in the sequence. A student may count one course for both a major and a minor. With the consent of a participating instructor and the director of the minor, a student may elect to take COMM 325, Special Topics in Communication, as one of the courses for the minor. This is not a regular course, but a project designed by the student, with the help of an instructor. Courses in the minor may have prerequisites. Please check the catalog. To declare this minor, contact the Department of Journalism and Communication.

Mass Communication Minor

 Purpose: Mass communication plays a major role in how information is disseminated and how societies are shaped. As traditional forms of mass communication change rapidly and new forms of communication arise, it is more important than ever to understand the way that media work, and to learn to evaluate the messages. This minor will focus on the roles that mass communication and the media play, how they are changing, and their impact on society. Students will learn to evaluate and interpret media messages so that they can understand and participate in this increasingly complicated world. The minor requires 15-16 credit hours, with a minimum of four courses. The required course is COMM 100, Media and Society. Three other courses will be chosen from the list below in consultation with the minor adviser.

In addition to this list, new courses may be offered from time to time. Students should check with the program director for an updated list. 

Rationale : The old generic Communication Minor lacks focus. It includes a wide array of classes, ranging from ART 77 Photography I to PSY 301 Industrial Psychology. It was conceived at a time when we had a single faculty member with expertise in communication and needed to draw heavily and widely from other departments to offer a minor. It has been difficult to advise this minor because students frequently do not consult with us before taking classes; the result is often a combination of classes that isn’t pedagogically sound. The old minor is a mix of skills courses and theory courses, while the new minor excludes skills courses and focuses on theory.

Our proposal is to change the name of our minor to Mass Communication, which better fits the media-oriented expertise in our department. This will allow us to focus the choice of courses around a core offered mainly in our department. The courses we are including at this point are all focused on communication and society, how traditional forms of the mass media are changing, and how that is having an impact on American and global society. We hope students will learn to evaluate and interpret media messages so that they can become informed consumers of media. 

We will offer a new course beginning in the fall called COMM 100 Media and Society. An approved faculty hire will give us the resources to offer this new class, and it will be the single required course in the minor. 

Student Impact (Internal) : None. Students currently enrolled in the minor will have the option to follow the previous guidelines or switch to the new ones. Beginning with incoming students in the Class of 2012, only the new Mass Communication minor will be available. 

Student Impact (External) : No courses will be dropped or offered less frequently as a result of this change in the minor. 

Faculty Impact (Internal) : The one new course to be required, COMM 100 Media and Society, will be covered by a new faculty member, to be hired effective Fall 2008. No additional resources will be required except for this course.
