	1. Proposed new course number and course description (as it will appear in course catalogue):


CIE 400. Comparative and International Education (3)

The goal of this course is to introduce students to the origins and development of the field of international and comparative education and to explore how both scholars and educational policymakers have engaged some of the debates that characterize policy and research in education around the world. Special attention is devoted to similarities and differences in educational policy and practice between advanced and developing capitalist, socialist and “transitional” societies. At the end of this course, students should be able to think about their school or educational system within a global context, and have some idea how to make meaningful comparisons.
	2. Instructional mode (lecture, recitation, laboratory, seminar, independent study, or other) and number of contact hours per week:


This course is a blend of both lecture and seminar. Student participation in discussion and in-class case studies is important. Because of the international/distance nature of many students interested in this course, the delivery will be a mix of both on campus and online instruction. 3 contact hours per week are the required minimum.

	3. Rationale for proposed new course:


This course is the foundation for the new Comparative and International Education (CIED) program in the COE. It is also the first course in the revised core of courses that are common to all degree programs offered in the CIED program.

	5. Resource Impact

	(1) Library impact statement (attach statement if provided by LTS)


Four new courses, proposed for the current master's in Global Leadership for the '07-'08 academic year necessitate library collection development of both journal subscriptions and book purchases.

Our current University book collections, strong in areas of interest to the CIE program and MEd in Global Leadership students including international relations, economics, and global studies, along with books recommended by the program director are adequate to support the proposed courses.  Recommended books purchased by the Libraries include @$900 for program support processed earlier in fall '07 and now, additional books (@$400) will meet immediate needs.  CIE journal subscriptions, a different category of library acquisition, require multi-year expenditures.

Some journal needs can be meet with our current serials but others, a list of eight titles supplied by the program director, represent an additional annual cost of approximately $8,000. Funding will need to be found so that the current allocation for education journals can be increased to accommodate these new titles.  The list has been provided to the LTS Director of Collection Management and will be evaluated after total 2008 serials costs are available. Those titles are Comparative Education, Compare, European Education: The Journal of Issues and Studies, European Journal of Education, International Journal of Educational Development, the Journal of Baltic Studies and the Journal of Curriculum Studies. 

Library & Technology Services will compile use statistics for books and journal articles in the CIE subject areas.  Also, the Libraries' academic book approval plan will be revised to support faculty and student scholarship in comparative and international education. Also, opportunities for possible grant funding will be investigated to help support collection development for the CIE program.  CIE program faculty and the librarian for education, Jean Johnson, are working on identifying those core library resources needed by the program.   As stipulated in the library impact statement, a comparison of peer institution collections will be made along with an evaluation of electronic resources including journals, databases, and e-books.
