Gaming Society By-Laws

Section One.  Definitions of Members

A general undergraduate student member shall be a student in good standing with the university.  A general student member should subscribe to the mission and vision of LUGS and to the policies of the university.  A general student member becomes part of LUGS by adhering to the rules set forth by the constitution.  A general student member shall be herein referred to as a minion.

Minions of the LUGS are to be considered official registered members of LUGS.  Anyone who follows the vision and purpose of LUGS, though not an official member, will be regarded as a member of the LUGS.  These members who do not belong to the Lehigh student body shall be herein referred to as sub-minions.

Any alumni or graduate student of LUGS who still consider themselves members of LUGS shall be considered members by LUGS.  These members shall be herein referred to as super-minions.

Section Two.  

All elected officers shall herein be referred to as overlords.

Heads of committees, which are appointed by the Vice President and approved by the President, shall herein be referred to as underlords.  The duties of each underlord shall be determined by the President and Vice President.

New underlords can be created by the Vice President but must be approved by all overlords.

Section Three

Underlords consist of:

1. Webmaster

2. Minister of War

3. Office of Impeaching the President

4. Propagandist

5. Club Cleric

Duties of each underlord:

1. Webmaster – The Webmaster is responsible for updating and maintaining the LUGS website.  The Webmaster must be appointed immediately after the annual overlord election.  It is the old Webmaster’s job to as quickly as possible give the password to the new Webmaster.  It is the President’s prerogative to harass the Webmaster to keep the website updated.

2. Minister of War – The Minister of War is in charge of any declaration of war against anything whatsoever.  He is in charge of planning and orchestrating such war.  The Minister of War is allowed to declare martial law within the club in times of war, after attaining the approval of the Secretary.  A declaration of war must be ratified by a majority of the overlords.  Martial law will last until the end of the state of war.  

3. Office of Impeaching the President – The person who will hold the Office of Impeaching the President (aka the Impeacher) must be appointed immediately after the annual overlord election.  Before the President and Vice President leave the meeting in which they are elected, one must be chosen.  Any action taken to impeach the President must be headed by the Impeacher.  This is why it must be chosen before the President leaves.

4. Propagandist – The Propagandist is charged with the distribution and circulation of all information that the club wishes to make public.  This includes but is not limited to event announcements, political slander, “putting up the damn posters”, indoctrination (brainwashing, basically) of the masses, harassment of the Webmaster, and mockery of the e-mails.
5. Club Cleric – The Club Cleric is responsible for the announcement of the current official religion of the club.  These religions may not include real religions; they may only include made-up religions such as Cthulhu worship, the Church of Bane, and Scientology.  The Club Cleric shall spread the word of this religion through televangelism, Thetan machines, crusades, and inquisitions (all inquisitions must include a song and dance).
Section Four

To amend the by-laws, three-fourths of the overlords must approve of the change.  If approved, then the change is announced by e-mail a week before a meeting where it can be voted in by a majority vote of club members present.
