THE LEHIGH UNIVERSITY GAMING SOCIETY CONSTITUTION

Article I – Name
The name of this organization shall be The Lehigh University Gaming Society.
Article II – Purpose

The purpose of The Lehigh University Gaming Society is to pursue recreational social activities and provide alternate forms of entertainment to the Lehigh community.
Article III – Membership

Section One.  

Membership in this organization shall be open to any Lehigh University student in good standing with the University who pays his/her dues, and who subscribes to the ideals and policies of the club and University.

Section Two.  
Any faculty/staff member or administrator who is in compliance with section one may be an associate member of the organization.  An associate member is granted full rights and privileges accorded members, except the rights of holding office and voting.

Article IV – Officers

Section One.  Officers consist of:

1. President 

2. Vice – President

3. Secretary

4. Treasurer

Section Two.  Officers will be elected during the month of April by a majority vote of those present at the meeting, and shall take office in two weeks following the election.  Officers will serve for a period of one year.  The President and the Treasurer must be undergraduate students.
Section Three.  Duties of each officer:

1. President – will preside over all meetings, approves and determines duties of chairpersons, conduct all official organizational business.  S/he may co-sign all checks. 
2. Vice President – also presides at meetings and conducts all official organizational business when the President assigns him/her to do so, or in the President’s absence.  Appointed officers will be appointed by the Vice-President.  

3. Secretary – will keep official minutes and records, and is required to distribute and process communications among members.

4. Treasurer – is responsible for keeping accurate records of all financial matters and the collection of dues.  

Article V – Meetings

Section One.  A regularly scheduled general meeting will be held at least once a month.  Additional meetings will be held if the need arises.

Section Two.  A quorum will consist of 25% of the regular members.  

Article VI– Committees 
The Vice-President shall appoint chairpersons for committees.  The chairperson will select other members from among those volunteering.

Article VII – Finances

Dues will be determined by the president and the treasurer, approved by a 2/3 vote at a regular meeting.  

Article VIII – Parliamentary Authority

The Parliamentary Authority shall be the revised edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised.  

Article IX – Amendments to Constitution

Section One.  All amendments to the constitution require previous notice of one meeting or one week, whichever is longer, prior to discussion and voting on the proposed amendments.  If at least 25% of the members request a postponement of vote it shall be granted.

Section Two.  All amendments require 2/3 vote of those present for its adoption.  

Section Three.  All amendments must be approved by the Student Senate upon recommendation of the Assignment & Recognition Committee.
