2. A Blackboard Collaborate window will appear which requests you to enter 
your name.   
Please write LAST NAME and AFFILIATION (eg. Smith - Lehigh Uni.) 
3. Click the “log in” box.   
4. This log in will initiate an automatic download of Java and Blackboard 
Collaborate 
 (Depending on your security settings you may have to “Allow” this to run).   
You may also be asked to Select the connection speed (LAN, Cable, etc - 
choose the one appropriate to your situation)

How to access Blackboard Collaborate 
 
1. To begin the online conferencing session open the 
link below in  
your browser. http://tinyurl.com/IMI-GlassClass 
A Blackboard Collaborate window will appear which 
requests you to enter your name.   

 
 
 
 
2. Write LAST NAME and 
AFFILIATION to allow us to 
identify you in some way and 
click “Log In” .   
 

 
 
 
3. The logon will initiate an 
automatic download of the 
current version of Java (7 at 
time of writing) and the 
Blackboard Collaborate 
script required to create the 
session on your computer.  
This download will likely 
happen automatically.   
 
 

4. However, depending on the security 
settings of your internet browser you may 
need to “allow” the download.  If using 
MS Internet Explorer, watch for the 
download permission request which may 
be within the yellow internet security bar.  
After a few seconds the program will load 
and ask you to select the connection 
speed (LAN, Cable, etc).  It will then open 

the Blackboard Collaborate Live session.
